Nominations should be made on the enclosed form and returned to the Returning
Officer, by the 19th March 2010. An election statement, taken from the nomination
form, will be circulated to parents with the voting slips should an election be necessary.

If there are more nominations than vacancies an election will be necessary and you
will be provided with a voting slip and details of how and when you may vote.
